
An Ombudsman is an officially appointed volunteer who plays two roles:  liaison and communicator.  The ombudsman serves as a liaison between the command and command families.  Ombudsmen also are knowledgeable about resources for families and how the Navy operates; they communicate that knowledge to command families.
