3. DRILL ATTENDANCE:  One drill is four hours.  If you cannot attend the whole four hours due to being late or having to leave early, then the full requirements have not been met and you will not get paid or receive drill credit.  Please plan to make up the drill at a later date.  
4. RESCHEDULED DRILLS:  Once a drill has been rescheduled, you must drill on those dates.  If you do not show, you will have an unauthorized absence entered into your record.  You can miss up to eight (8) drills per any rolling 12-month period. Any missed drills in excess of nine will automaticall y cause you to be transferred to the IRR. All AT/ ADT/ IDTT/ET/rescheduled drills request/cancellation/no-show must be approved by the Unit's CO in advance. Do NOT contact the Reserve Center directly. Members will get UAs and/or an unsat year and Page 13 entries otherwise.
5. UNIFORM REPLACEMENT:  If you need replacement uniform items, you no longer have to wait for drill weekend to order the items. Use the Internet; go to www.kyloc.com. Click on US Naval Reserve icon.  Click on Individual Order icon.  Enter N62102 into the UIC box located in the lower left-hand corner.  Enter you Last Name, First Name, MI, SSN. Leave the Urgency block to read “Routine”. In the Trans Type box, make the following choice:RB (Replacement Issue). Then place your order. It will be sent directly to the RESCEN where you can pick it up in about 30 days.  
6. GOVERMENT TRAVEL CHARGE CARDS (GTCC):  If you have a GTCC and use it during IDTT and AT revolutions, you are required to check the “Split Pay” box on your travel claim.  Checking the “Split Pay” box means that your card will be automatically paid from your travel claim and you don’t have to worry about reimbursing the government.  If you prefer to have the government direct deposit your entire travel claim reimbursements, cut up or shred your GTCC.  GTCC delinquencies will be dealt with according to the strictest interpretation of instructions, which includes Mast, Page 13’s, and separation from the Naval Reserve.
7. ENLISTED INCENTIVE BONUS AND MONTGOMERY GI BILL:  Per reference message R271311Z APR 04 PSN 371868T33, MN3 and MN2 rates are eligible to apply for affiliation, prior service, reenlistment/extension bonuses and the MGIB-SR kicker program.
8. AT AWARENESS WEBSITE: This is a new requirement that each personnel MUST complete once every quarter. You cannot go overseas without completing the course. You must print the certificate after completion and submit to the Reserve Center. WEBSITE is:  http://www.at-awareness.org
9. SERVICE DRESS BLUES: All hands prepare for inspection of service dress blues at Seal Beach, CA on 11DEC (Sat) by CW03 Barlow, following inspection will be a unit group photograph to be sent to MOMAU TEN. 

10. AT CHECK-IN: When checking in from AT, an LES is required as soon as it is posted on mypay.

11. NROWS AT:  Remarks are required in the justification block, see your T.O. for appropriate entries.

12. PRT:  PRT weigh-ins will be on 02Oct04 (Sat). PRT will be conducted on 06Nov04 (Sat) at CDS Fort Worth, TX. PRT reschedules will be conducted on 11Dec04 (This will be the only reschedule date).
