ARE BEING DEDUCTED FROM THE TAXABLE PAY OF NAVAL RESERVISTS WHOSE
TSP-U-1 FORM HAS BEEN RECEIVED BY DEFENSE JOINT MILITARY PAY SYSTEM-
RESERVE COMPONENT (DJMS-RC) PRIOR TO DECEMBER 28, 2001. TAXABLE PAY
INCLUDES BOTH INACTIVE DUTY TRAINING AND ACTIVE DUTY PERIODS PAID
VIA DJMS-RC. THE TSP CONTRIBUTION IS BASED UPON THE PERCENTAGES
DESIGNATED BY THE MEMBER FOR BASE PAY, SPECIAL PAY, INCENTIVE PAYS
AND BONUS PAYMENTS.
2. AS INDICATED IN REF A, A MEMBER'S PARTICIPATION IN TSP IS
SIGNIFIED BY AN ENTRY ON THE MASTER MILITARY PAY ACCOUNT SCREEN 1.
REF A PARAGRAPH 8 STATED THIS FIELD WOULD CONTAIN A 'T'. THE CORRECT
ENTRY WILL BE A 'Y' IF THE MEMBER IS AN ACTIVE PARTICIPANT. THE TSP
MASTER IS NOT YET VIEWABLE BUT MEMBERS CAN CONFIRM THEIR ENROLLMENT
USING EMPLOYEE/MEMBER SELF SERVICE. THIS IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED.
3. TSP CONTRIBUTIONS ARE SHOWN AS A DEDUCTION ON THE MEMBER'S LEAVE
AND EARNINGS STATEMENT AND ALSO INCLUDES THE RATE DESIGNATED FOR EACH
TYPE OF PAY, THE CURRENT DEDUCTION AND YEAR-TO-DATE AMOUNTS FOR
DEFERRED AND EXEMPT CONTRIBUTIONS. TSP CONTRIBUTIONS FOR RESERVE
MEMBERS ARE FORWARDED TO THE NATIONAL FINANCE CENTER (NFC) WITHIN
THREE DAYS OF THE PAYDATE.
4. DUE TO REGULATIONS PRESCRIBED BY THE NFC, DFAS CAN ONLY FORWARD
A MEMBER'S ENROLLMENT INFORMATION WHEN IT IS ACCOMPANIED BY A
PAYMENT RECORD. TSP ENROLLMENT INFORMATION WILL BE HELD BY DFAS UNTIL
THE MEMBER PERFORMS DUTY THAT GENERATES A PAYMENT. ONCE NFC RECEIVES
THE MEMBER'S ENROLLMENT INFORMATION AND PAYMENT RECORD, A LETTER WILL
BE GENERATED WELCOMING THE MEMBER TO THE TSP PROGRAM AND PROVIDING
THE MEMBER WITH A PIN NUMBER. ONCE A MEMBER RECEIVES HIS PIN NUMBER
FROM NFC, THE MEMBER CAN CHANGE THE ALLOCATION OF TSP CONTRIBUTIONS
TO ANY OR ALL OF THE FIVE FUNDS OFFERED. THE MEMBER CAN ALSO DO AN
INTERFUND TRANSFER OF HIS CURRENT TSP BALANCE TO THE FUND(S) THEY
WANT TO INVEST IN. UNTIL A MEMBER CHANGES HIS FUND ALLOCATION, ALL
CONTRIBUTIONS WILL BE INVESTED IN THE 'G' FUND. NAVY MEMBERS CAN USE
