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PRIVATE
Naval Reservists, nationwide, pursuing their Associate or Bachelor's degrees have had to deal with their local non-SOCNAV colleges which many of these colleges award little, if any, credit for military experience. Through SOCNAV this will now change.

SOCNAV has been serving the active duty Navy for 15 years, and is now making its first partnership arrangement with the Reserve component. A group of about 90 civilian colleges operating on Navy bases worldwide, SOCNAV provides such benefits as guaranteed course transfer, reduced residency requirements, and maximum credit awarded for military experience. Two SOCNAV colleges, Coastline Community College and Governors State University, have been partners in the Navy's afloat PACE program for several years with thousands of enrollments and hundreds of Sailor graduates. Using the same distance learning methods as they do with PACE, both colleges are now offering PRIVATE
their degree programs to Naval Reservists. Both the Coastline and Governors State programs allow up to two-thirds of their degrees to be satisfied with military experience, immediately enabling the student to see "the light at the end of the tunnel".

Coastline Community College offers the choice of a General Studies AA Degree or one of several Rating-Related AA Degrees, including Applied Marine Engineering, Business, Computer Systems, Electronics, Management and several others. Only four courses (12 sh) are needed to satisfy Coastline's residency requirement. These are offered anywhere through distance learning. The remaining requirements can be satisfied with a combination of military experience, courses from other colleges, and testing such as CLEP and DANTES tests.
Governors State University offers a Bachelor's of Arts Degree in liberal Studies. Their residency requirement is only eight courses, again offered through distance learning. For those interested in both degrees, the Coastline degree will transfer 100% into the Governors State bachelor's degree.

For those Naval Reserve members who are eligible for Montgomery GI Bill - Selected Reserve (MGIB-SR) benefits, they can be used towards payment for courses taken at both institutions.

Brochures describing these degree programs in detail are being distributed to the field and will be available to Naval Reserve Centers nation-wide. The brochure for Coastline Community College is titled "SOCNAV, Naval Reservists & CCC" and the bachelor's brochure for Governors State University is titled "SOCNAV, Naval Reservists & GSU".
