Lieutenant Commander Hottenstein was born in Bronx, New York and grew up in Palm Beach County, Florida.  He graduated from the United States Naval Academy with the Class of 1992 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Political Science.  

After completing Surface Warfare Officer School, Lieutenant Commander Hottenstein reported aboard USS JOHN L. HALL (FFG 32) for his division officer tour.  While aboard JOHN L.
