Background Information

Common Access Cards (CACs) will be required to authenticate each DON (Department of the Navy) user’s access to Navy and DOD web sites beginning 01 April 2004.  A CAC reader (hardware device) will be required to read the necessary data contained on a CAC to allow access to Navy and DOD web sites.  Most NMCI computers at REDCOM Northeast as well as our 19 Reserve Centers have CAC readers incorporated into workstation keyboards.  However, for users accessing Navy and DOD web sites from non-NMCI computers (i.e., from home / personal computers), an external CAC reader will be required.

CAC (Common Access Card)

A CAC also serves as your military identification card.  However, unlike earlier versions of the military ID card, the CAC contains an electronic chip embedded in the card.  Your CAC will need to be properly configured with three digital certificates:

1. IDENTITY certificate

2. DIGITAL SIGNATURE certificate

3. ENCRYPTION certificate

When a CAC is first issued, it typically only contains a member’s IDENTITY certificate.  This IDENTITY certificate will be needed in order to access web sites such as NROWS (Naval Reserve Order Writing System) and other Navy and DOD web sites (effective 01 April 2004).

The other two certificates (DIGITAL SIGNATURE & ENCRYPTION) are utilized for digital email signing and encryption.  These two certificates (DIGITAL SIGNATURE & ENCRYPTION) can be added to a CAC once a member has a valid NMCI email address and can be added to a CAC anytime after a CAC has been created by a CAC issuance authority.

How to obtain a CAC and necessary certificates

Naval Reservists can obtain a CAC and Personal Identification Number (PIN) from any PSD or command with DEERS (Defense Enrollment Eligibility Reporting System).

CAC Readers (Hardware)

CAC readers are available through REDCOM Northeast and all 19 Reserve Centers in the northeast region.  CAC readers are available in two configuration types: USB connection or Serial Port connection.  The type of CAC reader you will need for your home / personal computer will depend on the type of computer you have.

CAC Readers (Software)

In addition to obtaining a CAC reader, appropriate software needs to be loaded on your personal computer to make the reader functional.  You must obtain a copy of this software (typically on a CD) when you pick-up your CAC reader.

Note # 1: A Reservist can go to the private side of the https://reserves.navy.mil web site to download the software providing the Reserve Center has populated the web site with their UIC and the SSN # of the Reservist.  Then, and only then, can the Reservist download the software from the private side of the https://reserves.navy.mil web site.  In short, contact your Reserve Center first if you plan to download the software vice picking-up a copy of the software on a CD from your RESCEN.

Note # 2: The CAC reader installation CD contains a variety of installation options depending on the operating system (i.e., Windows 98, Windows 2000, Windows NT, Windows XP, and Windows ME) you are running on your personal computer.  However, MAC OS (and UNIX) CAC reader software is issued only on a case-by-case basis.  A Reserve Center needs to initiate a separate request for the particular software needed for MAC or UNIX users.  In short, if you have a MAC or UNIX-based computer, CAC reader installation software must be ordered by your RESCEN.

Note # 3: Be advised that you can only incorrectly enter your CAC PIN two times in succession.  If you incorrectly enter your PIN for a third consecutive time, you must go to a CAC issuance station to have the PIN reset; the help desk cannot reset the PIN for you.  This may be of particular concern to those Reservists who are geographically isolated from their nearest CAC issuance facility.
