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Lieutenant Commander (LCDR) Littlejohn is a native of Tulsa, Oklahoma.  Raised in Minneapolis, Minnesota, he is a 1987 graduate of the United States Naval Academy where he was named a Secretary of the Navy Distinguished Graduate.  Following commissioning, he completed the Navy’s nuclear power training pipeline and the Submarine Officer Basic Course in Groton, Connecticut.


His first sea assignment (April 1989 to July 1992) was aboard the USS Gurnard (SSN 662) a nuclear powered fast-attack submarine, homeported in San Diego California.  He served as Chemical Radiological Controls Assistant, Main Propulsion Assistant, Reactor Controls Assistant, and Sonar Officer.  The ship completed two Western and three Northern Pacific Deployments, visited the North Pole and was awarded the Commander Seventh Fleet Antisubmarine Warfare Excellence Award.


In 1992, he transferred to the Naval Academy; serving as an admissions counselor and a Company Officer.  His unit improved from 35 out of 36 in the annual color company competition, to fifth.


In June of 1995, following graduation from the Submarine Officer’s Advanced Course, LCDR Littlejohn was sent to Pearl Harbor, Hawaii as Navigator/Operations Officer on USS Helena (SSN 725).  He steamed in excess of 100,000 nautical miles, conducted two Western and Northern Pacific Deployments, one Persian Gulf Deployment, and an inter-fleet transfer, changing homeport to Portsmouth, New Hampshire.  The ship received the Commander Seventh Fleet Antisubmarine Warfare Excellence Award, and consecutive Green “C” Awards for communications excellence.


In April of 1998, LCDR Littlejohn, reported to The Commander United Kingdom Task Group, in Portsmouth England as part of the Navy’s Personnel Exchange Program.  As an exchange officer with the British Navy his job was to advise the Royal Navy’s only sea-going Admiral on all submarine related issues.  During this tour he completed two Persian Gulf and one Mediterranean Deployment, participated in Operation Allied Force (Kosovo Crisis), and assisted the Royal Navy in developing national doctrine for the use of the Tomahawk Land Attack Missile.

In December 1999, he received a Masters of Science Degree in Management from the University of Maryland and transitioned to Training and Administration of Reserves (TAR).  LCDR Littlejohn reported to his current assignment as Commanding Officer Naval Reserve Center, La Crosse, Wisconsin in May of 2000.


His personal decorations include the Navy and Marine Corp Commendation Medal (four awards), Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medal (two awards), and various unit and campaign awards.


LCDR Littlejohn is married to the former Leslie Diana White of Jackson, Mississippi.  The Littlejohns have three children, sons Benjamin and Justin, and daughter Morgen.
