Background.  The Naval War College conducts a number of highly regarded National Security Symposia around the country each year for select military personnel and civilian guests.  This year, for the first time, a National Security Symposium will be held in Buffalo.  The event is sponsored by the Niagara Frontier Council of the Navy League of the United States and the Naval and Marine Corps Reserve Center Buffalo and will be held on Saturday and Sunday, 15 and 16 November.  

The symposium is designed to be an open-ended investigation of the threats and opportunities faced by our society and the Department of Defense as we confront an uncertain future.  It is ideal for senior enlisted and officers from all services.  Additionally, key civilian leaders will be invited from the government, law enforcement, and business sectors.  To encourage open and free discussion, all attendees are requested to honor a “non-attribution” policy.

Time and Location.  The event will be held at the Naval Reserve Center, 3 Porter Avenue, Buffalo, New York, 14201.  Check-in will be from 0745 to 0825 Saturday 15 November.  The Symposium will convene from 0830-1630 Saturday and 0830-1530 (approximately) Sunday.  Ample parking is available and I-190 provides easy access from all points.

Uniform.  Service Dress Blue (or service equivalent).

Messing and Berthing.  Rooms are available at a number of local hotels and motels.  Full food service is not available on site, but coffee, tea, juice and pastries will be provided.  Lunch will be available at a number of local establishments, including the Buffalo Yacht Club and the Western New York Chief Petty Officers’ Club, both located at the Naval and Marine Corps Reserve Center Compound.

Cost.  The event itself is free, however a $10 donation is requested to offset the cost of coffee and pastry service.  Any residual will be donated to the U.S. Naval League Sea Cadets.
